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Esta serie explora la tension entre la opacidad y la transparencia, jugando con la dualidad de la materia y la antimateria.

La técnica utilizada, acrilico y polimeros sobre algodon, consiste en superponer capas de pintura, lo que permite que cada capa, aunque imperceptible,
contribuya a la riqueza de la superficie. La variedad de densidades y tonalidades de color no solo genera texturas visuales, sino que también invita a explorar,
a observar las areas asperas y suaves. Esta interaccion entre lo liso y lo texturizado crea una experiencia cromatica elegante y sutil. Ademas, la trama de la
tela se convierte en un elemento esencial, ya que se hace visible a través de las capas transparentes, aportando un aspecto tactil. Las bandas horizontales
son clave en la composicion, ya que no solo anaden contraste, sino que tambien transmiten una sensacion de calma y direccion, estructurando la mirada
através de la obra.
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This series explores the tension between opacity and transparency, playing with the duality of matter and antimatter. The technique used, acrylic and polymers
on cotton, involves layering paint, allowing each layer, though imperceptible, to contribute to the richness of the surface. The variety of densities and color tones
not only generates visual textures but also invites exploration, encouraging observation of both rough and smooth areas. This interaction between the smooth
and the textured creates an elegant and subtle chromatic experience. Furthermore, the weave of the fabric becomes an essential element, as it becomes visible
through the transparent layers, adding a tactile quality. The horizontal bands are key to the composition, as they not only add contrast but also convey a sense
of calm and direction, structuring the viewer's gaze throughout the work.
